This 
pairs closely with the great disappointment of 1844 where the early advent 
people misinterpreted the event to happen at the ending of the 2300 day 
prophesy of Daniel 8:14.  After they understood the truth they were sent to 
give the new message to the world.

____As we wait for the coming of Jesus we are called to live with determi-
nation against sin and courageous commitment to share truth and lead 
others to truth.

____Our value is far beyond gold or silver of any amount.  To God we are val-
ued as highly as the life of Jesus himself.  We are called to live a holy life, 
knowing the value of who we really are.

____The very final message to be proclaimed to the world is the call for God’s 
people as individuals to distance themselves from falsehood before they 
are destroyed along with it.
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SUMMARY PARAGRAPH
The universal church is composed of all who truly believe in Christ, but in the 

last days, a time of widespread apostasy, a remnant has been called out 
to keep the commandments of God and the faith of Jesus. This remnant 
announces the arrival of the judgment hour, proclaims salvation through 
Christ, and heralds the approach of His second advent. This proclama-
tion is symbolized by the three angels of Revelation 14; it coincides with 
the work of judgment in heaven and results in a work of repentance and 
reform on earth. Every believer is called to have a personal part in this 
worldwide witness.
